Unlike 
most baseboards, Baseray can also 
be painted, providing a seamless 
match to its surroundings.

The simple, yet effective design of 
the Baseray provides more than 
five times the amount of radiant 
heat to a room. This is due to the 
fact that the cast iron surface area 
is much larger than that found on 

conventional thin metal baseboards, 
and that heat can be distributed both 
in horizontal AND vertical direction. 
This leads to uniform, even heat 
distribution in the room, and less 
than a 2-degree difference between 
floor and ceiling. 

Each section of Baseray Baseboards 
feature one-piece cast iron 
construction. This design virtually 
eliminates the expansion noises 
created during heating cycles and 
is built to last much longer than 
conventional fabricated baseboards.
